Super committee deadline looms; DoD leaders warn of potential catastrophic outcome
Only a few days remain before the so-called super committee (Joint Select Committee on Deficit Reduction) is required to come up with a legislative proposal to cut the deficit by $1.5 trillion over 10 years.  If it fails to reach an agreement by November 23, or if Congress does not pass its recommended legislation, the Budget Control Act of 2011 requires $1.2 trillion in automatic cuts (sequestration) from discretionary program spending (funded in appropriations acts) through 2021.  If triggered, these automatic cuts would begin in 2013, with half coming from security budgets.  Read full story
